Dementia Umbrella

Dementia is a term for symptoms associated with irreversible progressive
illnesses which affect the brain. Dementia is not a disease, it is a cluster
of symptoms and must have a cause. Some of the diseases that fall under
the Dementia Umbrella are: Alzheimer’s Disease, Vascular Dementia,
Mixed Dementia (combination of Alzheimer’s and Vascular Dementia),
Mild Cognitive Impairment, Dementia with Lewy Bodies, Parkinson’s
Disease, Frontotemporal Dementia (Pick’s Disease), Creutzfeldt-Jakob
Disease, Normal Pressure Hydrocephalus, Huntington’s Disease, Wer-
nicke-Korsakoff Syndrome. As more research is done more disease are
being added to the list. It is very important when someone is given a di-
agnosis of Dementia to ask what is casing it as there can be different
drugs that react differently depending on which disease it is, as well as a
difference in symptomology and process. Each persons journey with a
Dementia type disease is very unique and there are no two people who
will go through it the same way with the same results.
