Dehydration:

Dehydration is a major health problem especially in the summer. The
signs and symptoms can be identical to senile dementia. If a person suf-
fers from a dementia illness it can cause them to be agitated, disorientat-
ed and more confused. It is one of the most frequent causes of hospitali-
zation after age 65.

Symptoms can be fatigue, weakness or muscle cramps, nausea, dizzi-
ness and deep rapid breathing. Less common symptoms can be de-
creased urine output or decreased tears. If symptoms persist for 2-3 days
call the doctor.

Often seniors have a reduced sense of thirst so picking foods with a
higher water content is important. Examples are: apples, applesauce, raw
avocadoes, broccoli, raw cabbage, cantaloupe and cucumbers just to
name a few.

Sometimes Gatorade or pedialyte is good to replenish the body with
electrolytes.
