Alzheimer’s Diagnostic Criteria Released

New diagnostic criteria and biomarkers for Alzheimer’s Disease
should help physicians be able to catch the disease earlier and develop
therapies faster. The guidelines are new for the first time in over 25
years and looks at identifying three new phases in the disease progression
starting even before memory loss appears. The first is “preclinical Alz-
heimer’s Disease” where brain scans and measuring spinal fluid can
show changes to any physical change or deterioration. The second is
“mild cognitive impairment due to Alzheimer’s Disease” in which family
and doctors might recognize mild memory and cognitive problems. The-
se are measurable but not yet greatly impacting day to day functioning.
The third phase is “dementia due to Alzheimer’s Disease” when memory,
thinking and behavioral deficiencies become clear.

Researchers hope that the new guidelines will help them to see better the
process of the disease as well progression both physically and cognitive-

ly.
